YOU CAN FIND PEOPLE TO LOVE & 
SERVE: 

• In your neighborhood, serve the 

people already near you. 

• At Summer outdoor events, fairs etc. 

• Where you are enjoying recreation: 

at the lake, at campgrounds, parks 

• At your workplace. 

• At restaurants. 

• At downtown events. 

• At sporting events; professional, little 

league, whatever. 

• At busy traffic intersections. 

• On college campuses. 

• In parking lots. 

• At some local businesses.  

OUTREACH IDEAS

Pay for the car behind you in the drive thru. Shovel snow from 

walkways in your neighborhood. Have a front yard grill-out and 

invite everyone on your street. Give away cold drinks in warm 

weather. Give away warm drinks in cold weather. Get a group 

together and do a free car wash. Leave your waitperson a really 

big tip and an outreach card. Label some gum and give it away 

wherever you go. Wash dirty windshields in a parking lot and 

leave an outreach card. Rake leaves in your neighborhood in the 

Fall. Buy full-size candy bars for Halloween and pass them out with 

outreach labels on it. Buy and wear a shirt that says, "Need pray-

er? Just ask." Get a group to go on a treasure hunt outreach, let-

ting God lead you to a place or person through prophetic words 

or impressions. Give away dog biscuits at the dog park. Stop in at 

businesses near you and give something like gum or candy away 

to the employees. Walk through your campground and give away 

bottled waters. Give away $1 umbrellas on a rainy day. Buy a bag 

full of $1 hamburgers and give them away to the homeless. Clean 

toilets in gas stations or local businesses. Go to a college campus 

and offer prayer or prophetic words to the students. Visit yard sales 

and give away something like gum as you go.
